Immunisation:

When entering South Africa, no international immunisation
is required. However, a yellow fever vaccination certificate

is required from travellers if they enter South Africa within 6
days of leaving an infected country.

Our advice: Visit your local (travel) doctor to get up-to-
date information about requirements when travelling.

DTP inoculation (diphtheria, tetanus and polio) is essential.

As in other countries, HIV/Aids is a serious concern in South
Africa and one you must be aware of. You should always
e careful when dealing with an injured person to avoid
the risk of infection. Always take necessary precautions
and avoid sexual contact.

sun:

South Africa has a warm sunny climate, you should wear
sunscreen and a hat whenever you are out of doors
during the day, particularly between 10am and 4 pm —
regardless of whether there is cloud cover or not.
Whatever your complexion you can still get sunburned if
you are from a cooler climate. Sunglasses are also
recommended as the glare of the African sun can be very
strong.
