ABOUT SIBUYA GAME RESERVE

Sibuya is a Malaria-free Eco destination, on the Eastern
Cape’s Sunshine Coast, between Port Elizabeth and East
London.

Sibuya Game Reserve incorporates the unique East Cape
Valley Bushveld, Grasslands and Coastal Forests. Antelope
abound, including the rare Bontebok and Oribi. Elephants,
giraffe and plains zebra silhouetted against an Indian
Ocean backdrop complete a truly memorable picture.

The ancient floodplains and pristine coastal forest host an
abundance of wildlife: nearly 400 bird species and 45
species of recorded wildlife including the “Big Five”. The
lush vegetation ensures a high density of animals and
special game-viewing experiences are guaranteed.
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The Sibuya Wilderness Experience offers students and
participants the unique and exciting opportunity to get
hands-on experience in the conservation efforts of Sibuya
Game Reserve.

The team of passionate conservationists work tirelessly to
save endangered and threatened terrestrial and marine
wildlife from extinction.

Conservation Programme – The Bush

There is so much opportunity in this newly established and
expanding reserve. They are in the process of
incorporating more land, and ‘rewilding’ needs to take
place, so students are exposed to unique hands-on
conservation and monitoring.

Key species monitoring: This involves locating the
ecologically significant terrestrial species (elephant, white
rhino, lion), identifying individuals using identikits and then
monitoring their behaviour.

Reserve maintenance: fence and road maintenance as
well as alien plant removal are important tasks on the
reserve where students will have a chance to be physical
and get their hands dirty.

Insect surveys: Tasks include collecting data on insects,
reptiles and anything else crawling along the ground.
From digging the holes to finding the specimens and
identifying them – students will be part of this exciting
research.

Conservation Programme – Ocean and Estuary

The unique aspect of this reserve is that it is accessible
by boat along the Kariega River and incorporates the
river, estuary and ocean – all important contributions to
Sibuya’s biodiversity and for which the team have a
great responsibility to conserve.

Rocky shores and coastal dunes – Learn about and
monitor the coastal marine environment’s biodiversity
which includes the largest dunes in the southern
hemisphere!

Outreach Project – This takes place with the coastal
village’s community and an important aspect is the
beach and riverside clean-up.
