Drinking Water: 
Bottled water for drinking, the tap water is desalinated and 
does not have a pleasant taste. Bottled water can be 
purchased in the local supermarket.

Sun:
Tenerife has a warm sunny climate, you should wear 
sunscreen and a hat whenever you are out of doors 
during the day, particularly between 10am and 4pm -
regardless of whether there is cloud cover or not.  Even if 
you have a dark complexion, you can still get sunburned if 
you are from a cooler climate and have not had much 
exposure to the sun.  Sunglasses are also recommended, 
as the glare of the sun can be very strong.

Stay Safe Overseas – KBYG:
The better prepared you are when you travel abroad the 
safer you will be.  The Foreign, Commonwealth &

The minimum and maximum annual average 
temperatures in Tenerife are about 15ºC (59°F) in winter 
and 24ºC (75.2°F) in summer.

Tenerife has a generally dry, warm climate with the South 
of the island being slightly sunnier and experiencing more 
daylight hours with the North experiencing more rainfall.
