Conservation Programme - The Bush

There is so much opportunity in this newly
established and expanding reserve. They are in
the process of incorporating more land, and
‘rewilding’ needs to take place, so students are
exposed to unique hands-on conservation and
monitoring.

Key species monitoring: This involves locating the
ecologically  significant  terrestrial  species
(elephant, white rhino, lion), identifying individuals
using identikits and then monitoring their
lbehaviour.

Reserve  maintenance: fence and road
maintenance as well as alien plant removal are
important tasks on the reserve where students will
have a chance to be physical and get their hands
dirty.

Insect surveys: Tasks include collecting data on
insects, reptiles and anything else crawling along

the ground. From digging the holes to finding the |

specimens and identifying them — students will be
part of this exciting research.
